	1-5 = Low
	Low here means that the risk has been reduced to the lowest level reasonably practicable and no additional controls are required.  

Some monitoring is required by staff to ensure that the controls are maintained.

	6-14 = Medium
	Efforts should be made to reduce the risk, but the costs of prevention should be carefully measured and limited.  

Monitoring is required by event management and stewards to ensure that the controls are maintained during the event.

	15-25 = High
	Work should not be started until the risk has been reduced.

Considerable resources may have to be allocated to reduce the risk.
